Draw Close, Hold Fast, Don’t Waver

 This is what these six words have meant to me:

 Draw Close: it is so important for us as believers to draw close to our Father and to each other. We need to be seeking His wisdom in everything that we do. Whether we are in a good place in our lives or we are facing struggles and trials, we need to be in close fellowship with our heavenly Father and with each other. If we draw close to our Father He will draw close to us. We will be safe always because we are in His hands.
