   Tonight's teaching meant so much to me that I can already feel the transformation that the revelation I received tonight brings.  Before we were even born, God judged us worthy to spend eternity with Him.  If He sent His wrath upon us, we all would have perished and without Jesus there would have been no eternal life. 
   When I realized tonight that all that Jesus went through had been intended for me (the pain that He went through because of my sin and my unrighteousness)  I had such a revelation of the Father's love for me!!!  Because He wanted to spend eternity with all of us whom He created, He sent Jesus to be our sin offering and to pay the price for our sins once and for all.  Therefore, the reason the Bible says there is therefore no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus because Jesus already suffered all of the condemnation intended for me on the Cross.  Jesus came to give us life and life more abundantly.  When I choose to do things that are against life and living it is almost like I am not putting any importance on all that He did for me.  When I look to choices that could mean the end of my physical life it is almost like killing Christ all over again because we are now His body and if we give up who will He be able to live through to carry His gospel message?  He died for us knowing that we were to be His body and to carry out the will of the Father, He knew that every person who would come to believe in Him had a purpose and that purpose was to carry on what He had started and to bring others into the Kingdom of His Father so that we all could spend eternity together. 
   I felt so loved when I realized that God CHOSE to spend eternity with me. All that Jesus suffered on the Cross was so that I would be with Him and the Father forever, so that you and Faith would share in eternal fellowship with Him, so that all of the brothers and sisters of the faith would share eternity with them.  He calls us all to a life of love and forgiveness because He is love and forgiveness.  
   I am so excited about this revelation and though I could write all night about it, I want to spend some time thinking on ALL that it means to me.  I just wanted to share with you tonight the joy and the glory that our Bible study brought for me tonight.  It is so awesome the things that He has to tell us if we just slow down long enough to receive them.  May all who read this be blessed with great peace tonight.
